Responsible to try to teach words and melodies to campers and leaders so they can
hide these words in their hearts and take them home when they leave camp.
Responsible to spend time with Summer Program Director or Camp Director to review
camp curriculum and know what is being covered during the week and incorporate
music that will enhance the teachings.
